A new program that can deliver a no-cost assessment of your 
business’s electric transportation future and, if interested, a no-or 
low-cost EV charging installation in exchange for a monthly fee on 
the SMUD bill
For: Commercial customers seeking to electrify vehicle fleets, 
employee parking, and/or multi-unit dwelling unit parking. 

Electric Forklift Incentive
$500 incentive for new, qualified forklift. 
For: Any commercial or industrial customer who uses forklifts.

Multifamily Go Electric
SMUD offers incentives to upgrade your water heating, space heating 
and cooking technologies to highly efficient heat pump technology. 
For: Multifamily property owners looking to electrify and save money. 

Commercial StorageShares
StorageShares allows customers to invest in a utility scale battery 
and receive a demand reduction bill credit calculated as if it was an 
actual on site battery 
For: Customers who have high demand charges due to 
short-duration peaks in their demand.

Commercial Battery Commitment to Operate (CTO)
SMUD offers incentives to customers who agree to operate at least 
51% of proposed battery capacity to shift loads to off-peak periods..
For: Customers with and without solar PV systems who desire to 
use batteries to reduce energy costs.

CALeVIP - Publicly accessible vehicle chargers
SMUD is partnering with the Center for Sustainable Energy and the 
California Energy Commission to offer charging incentives for the 
purchase and installation of electric vehicle charging infrastructure.
