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APPENDIX B: MITIGATION MONITORING PROGRAM

Mitigation Monitoring Program

Introduction

The Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC), pursuant to the Federal Power Act
(FPA) and the U.S. Department of Energy Organization Act, is authorized to issue licenses
for up to 50 years for the construction and operation of non-federal hydroelectric
developments in the United States. As such, the Upper American River Project (UARP)
relicensing, which includes the proposed construction and operation of the lowa Hill
Pumped-storage Development, will ultimately be governed by the new FERC-issued
license. The license will contain environmental measures deemed appropriate by FERC, as
well as mandatory conditions prescribed by the USDA Eldorado National Forest under
section 4(e) of the FPA and by the California State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB)
under section 401 of the Clean Water Act. Parallel to the release of the new license, the
SWRCB will issue a 401 Water Quality Certificate to SMUD containing measures consistent
with portions of the FERC license.

After FERC issues a new license and SMUD accepts it, FERC will govern SMUD's
implementation of the license conditions under the authority of the FPA. Each license
condition will contain specific schedules, intended objectives, and consultations with
resource agencies and other parties. Thus, the license conditions attached to the new license
will effectively serve as a mitigation monitoring program. SMUD will ensure all license
conditions are implemented.

Potential impacts from UARP operation and new construction, along with corresponding
mitigation measures are described in this Mitigation Monitoring Program (MMP), provided
in Table B-1. SMUD will use the MMP to ensure compliance with each mitigation measure,
adopted as a condition for project approval.

Project Description

The proposed project consists of a new license for the UARP with new operating and
construction conditions for the future operation of the project. The current UARP consists
of eight developments; seven of which are existing developments (Loon Lake, Robbs Peak,
Jones Fork, Union Valley, Jaybird, Camino, and Slab Creek/White Rock), and one of which
would be a new development - Iowa Hill Pumped-storage Development.

The existing UARP developments, constructed by SMUD from 1959 through 1985 under the
initial FERC license, consists of 11 reservoirs that can impound over 425,000 acre-feet of
water, eight powerhouses that can generate up to 688 megawatts of power, 11 transmission
lines that have a combined length of approximately 177 miles, approximately 28 miles of
power tunnels/ penstocks, one 1.9-mile-long canal, and approximately 700 developed
campsites. The new lowa Hill Pumped-storage Development consists of: (1) the lowa Hill
Reservoir, a new off-stream rock-filled earthen dike of varying height (depending on natural
terrain) with a geotextile liner on the reservoir floor and inner walls; (2) the Iowa Hill
Tunnel, a new underground water conduit extending from Iowa Hill Reservoir to Slab
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Creek Reservoir; (3) the Iowa Hill Powerhouse, a new underground powerhouse along the
Iowa Hill Tunnel that would have the capacity to generate up to 400 megawatts of power;
(4) a new switchyard; and (5) a new two-mile-long 230-kilovolt transmission tie-line that
would connect the new switchyard to an existing UARP transmission line.

The project also includes a set of mitigation measures associated with UARP operation and
Iowa Hill Development construction and operation. In January of 2008, SMUD and several
fish and wildlife agencies, land management agencies, and interest groups and businesses,
collaboratively developed a series of environmental measures applicable to the UARP and
the Iowa Hill Development. These measures were formalized in a Settlement Agreement
submitted to FERC for inclusion in their environmental review under the National
Environmental Policy Act (NEPA). In the Final EIS, FERC largely incorporated the
Settlement Agreement mitigation measures and added other measures. Pursuant to the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and the CEQA Guidelines, SMUD, as Lead
Agency, intends to rely on the Final EIS as the Environmental Impact Report for the
relicensing of the UARP, and has prepared a Draft CEQA Supplement to the Final EIS
(Supplemental Analysis). This mitigation monitoring program includes the measure
contained in the Final EIS as well as additional detailed highlighted in the Supplemental
Analysis.

Program Implementation

SMUD will retain primary responsibility for implementing the mitigation measures and
monitoring the implementation process. Individual measures contain specified timelines
for implementation, consultation with resource agencies, and reporting requirements to
FERC and other parties. SMUD will also be responsible for implementing and reporting on
mitigation measures contained in the SWRCB 401 Water Quality Certificate and other
permits required for construction purposes.

SMUD will designate specific personnel who will be responsible for monitoring the
implementation of the mitigation measures that will occur during UARP operation,
including Iowa Hill Development construction and operation. The designated personnel
will be responsible for submitting all documentation and reports to SMUD in a timely
manner necessary for demonstrating compliance with mitigation requirements. SMUD will
ensure that the designated personnel have authority to require implementation of
mitigation requirements and will be capable of terminating project activities found to be
inconsistent with mitigation objectives or project approval conditions.

SMUD will be responsible for demonstrating compliance with other agency permit
conditions to the appropriate regulatory agency. It will also be responsible for ensuring that
project personnel understand their responsibilities for adhering to the performance
requirements of the mitigation monitoring program and other contractual requirements
related to the implementation of mitigation as part of all construction activities. In the case
of outside contractors, implementation includes ensuring that any required actions are
included in bid documents and contracts as part of the design/build process for the lowa
Hill Development and the monitoring implementation process for ongoing activities at the
UARP. Design/build contractors associated with the Iowa Hill Development construction
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will be required by SMUD to include specified mitigation activities in plans and
specification s for construction.

For each potential environmental impact and prescribed mitigation measure, Table B-1 lists
the corresponding mitigation implementation and monitoring requirements, and the party
responsible for ensuring implementation of the mitigation measure and monitoring effort.

Mitigation Enforcement

SMUD, and ultimately, FERC will be responsible for enforcing all mitigation measures. If
alternative mitigation measures are identified that would be equally effective in mitigating
the identified impacts, the implementation of these alternative measures will not occur until
agreed upon by SMUD, and in certain instances, fish and wildlife agencies, and approved
by the FERC.
